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Medium of Teaching and 
Language Policy 
In Year 7 at Bro Myrddin all the National 
Curriculum subjects are taught and assessed 
through the medium of Welsh, and this 
medium of instruction, Welsh, is the 
obvious choice for the vast majority of pupils 
who choose Bro Myrddin as a Secondary 
School. 
 

Science in year 7 
There exists a choice in the medium of teaching 
this year, as in all previous years since the 
formulation of the present Language Policy. 
Year 7 pupils studying Science through the 
medium of Welsh do so if they 
studied this subject through the medium of 
Welsh in primary school. For a number of years, 
a minority of pupils have chosen to study 
Science through the medium of English. 
 

Mathematics in Year 7 
There exists a choice in the medium of 
teaching.  The majority of pupils in Year 7 study 
Mathematics through the medium of Welsh, as 
has been the  pattern over a number of years. 
To ensure high standards in every class, 
emphasis is placed on the understanding of 
Mathematics not on the medium of 
instruction for the processes of learning and 
teaching.

Bilingual Terms and Vocabulary 
In Welsh medium Science and Mathematics 
in KS3  lists of terms and subject vocabulary 
will be provided in Welsh and English. 
Additionally, English medium  resources, 
books and ICT will be used alongside Welsh 
medium material in order to enrich the 
scientific, mathematical and linguistic 
development of the pupils. This will ensure 
that all pupils will be able to  discuss the 
subjects through the medium of Welsh and 
English, and will allow a choice of language 
medium to be made for KS4. It is also 
intended that the existence of choice will 
overcome any concerns which may exist to 
the effect that science and mathematics 
education received through the medium of 
Welsh makes it difficult for pupils to adjust 
subsequently to an English medium context 
for the  subjects after leaving school. 
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The School Council 
There are two representatives from every school 
year on the Council, as well as the Head Girl and 
Head Boy. Every September an election is held to 
elect new representatives from Years 7, 10 and 12. 
The Council meets fortnightly to discuss matters 
which are relevant to all the pupils in the school. 
The minutes of these meetings are then transferred 
to the Senior Management Team so that they are 
aware of the matters discussed and in order that 
the Council may receive feedback on the issues 
they have raised.  
 

The Counselling Service 
The pastoral system is acknowledged as one of the

service is designed to complement the work of the 
pastoral staff by offering additional personal 
support to students, who may benefit from the 
opportunity to work with a professional counsellor 
who is independent of the school. 
 
The Counselling Service offers a confidential service 
to those pupils who have private concerns 
regarding social, emotional or behavioural issues. 
The aim of the service is to enable the pupils to 
make their own decisions regarding beneficial 
changes in their life. This in turn will allow them to 
develop to their full potential by taking advantage 
of all the academic and social opportunities offered 
by the school.  
 
The two School Counsellors have professional 
qualifications in Counselling and are members of a 
Professional Counselling body.  They are present in 
the school on Thursdays and Fridays.  It is possible 
to make an appointment to see them via the school 
nurse or the Deputy, Dr Llinos Jones.  This service is  
monitored and evaluated regularly.

The nurse, Mrs Becky Icke, 
conducts drop in sessions on Tuesdays.  It is also

The Mentoring Service

This service augments the provision made by 
the School Counsellor every Thursday and 
Friday.

School Council 2011 -2012 
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Years 7, 8 & 9: Key Stage 3 
 

How are the classes organised in Year 7? 
There are usually five mixed ability classes in Year 7. 
However, if the number of pupils transferring from 
primary school is high, six classes will be formed. 
When the classes are organised every effort is made 
to keep friends together. 
It is expected that each pupil carries a suitable Welsh 
and English reading book with him/her at all times. 
 

Do the classes change in Year 8 & 9? 
Pupils remain in the same registration classes 
throughout their time at the school. Each Head of 
Department will arrange the teaching groups in their 
subject according to the departmental policy. 
 

What kind of teaching methods are used? 
A wide range of teaching methods is used according 
to the needs of the subject and the specific group 
being taught. Investigative work, speaking and 
listening tasks, information technology, as well as 
practical work are all used. For some tasks teachers 
will move away from whole class teaching and 
arrange group work to enable them to focus 
attention on individuals of varying abilities. 
 

Which subjects are studied? 
Every pupil studies Welsh, English, Mathematics, 
Science, Design & Technology, Information 
Technology, French, Drama, History, Geography, 
Religious Education, Music, Art and Physical 
Education. In Years 7, 8 and 9 Information 
Technology is taught in set lessons. In Year 9 pupils 
begin studying for the GCSE ICT Short Course 
qualification which will be certificated in Year 11.  

 
ICT is also taught across the curriculum. There is 
one lesson of Personal & Social Education per 
fortnight which includes units of  work on health 
education, study skills and  citizenship. 
 
Pupils are also given the opportunity during subject 
lessons to develop their skills in Communication, 
Application of Number, ICT, Working with Others, 
Problem Solving and Improving your own Learning 
and Performance.  
 

What if a pupil has additional learning 
needs? 
Pupils who find the basic elements of reading and 
counting difficult are given special teaching 
support. 
 
This is done on the basis of standardised tests and 
reports received from the officers of the LEA and 
the primary school head-teachers, as well as 
discussions with the parents. 
 
The Additional Learning Needs Co-ordinator,  
Mrs. C. Walton is responsible for planning and  
co-ordinating provision for pupils with additional 
learning needs and organising the work of the 
support staff. During the summer term annual 
review meetings with individual parents and the 
county support service present are organised for 
children who have a statement. 
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Years 10 & 11: Key Stage 4 
 

What happens at the end of Year 9? 
Pupils choose subjects for Years 10 and 11. The 
same choices are available to boys and girls. Each 
pupil follows courses in preparation for external 
examinations in the core subjects of Welsh, English, 
Mathematics and Science. Every pupil also follows 
non-examination courses in Physical Education, and 
Personal and Social Education which includes Health 
and Sex Education, Careers and Work Experience. All 
pupils also follow GCSE short courses in Religious 
Education and ICT. Parents can withdraw pupils from 
Religious Education and Sex Education lessons by 
writing to the Headteacher. 
 

In their subject and PSE lessons pupils will be given 
the opportunity to develop their skills in Working 
with Others and Improving Your Own Learning and 
Performance. Pupils will also be able to prepare 
a portfolio of evidence for the Key Skills Level 2 
qualifications in Communication, Application of 
Number and ICT. 
  

What is in the Health Education course? 
This course includes units of work on relationships, 
respect for individuals, conception and contraception, 
sexually transmitted diseases and AIDS, drug and 
alcohol abuse. This work is supported by a P.S.E. 
(Personal and Social Education) day for Year 10 pupils 
organised by health specialists. Discussion lessons 
then follow, led by experienced teachers. 
 

Which external examinations are offered? 
The School offers GCSE examinations, the Entry Level 
Certificate, National Vocational Qualifications and BTEC 
qualifications. 
 

What choices are available in addition to the 
core subjects? 
Pupils can choose three further subjects which lead 
either to GCSE or Entry Level Certificate or Vocational 
Certificate Level 1 or Level 2 of BTEC certificates.  These 
are the choices open to pupils in Year 10 this year (2011 -
2013) but the same choices cannot be guaranteed in the 
future.  We offer seven courses with a vocational slant ς 
Health and Social Care, Catering, Construction, Furniture 
Production, Building Craft Occupations, Fashion and 
Salon Services (Hair and Beauty). Agriculture  and intend to 
increase the provision in the future. 
 
GCSEs in Spanish and Dance are offered out of school 
hours in order to extend the provision and in response 
to requests by pupils and parents

The vast majority of GCSE Courses and all of the 
Entry Level Certificate courses are examined by 
the Welsh Joint Education Committee, with pupils 
sitting examinations papers at an appropriate 
level in each subject.. 

 
 
 

When are the certificates given to 
the pupils? 
Certificates are presented to pupils during a special 
evening at the end of the Spring term. If pupils are 
unable to attend this evening, they are asked to 
collect their certificate from the school within the 
next academic year. Certificates cannot be posted..

Entrance to Year 12 is open to any pupil who has completed courses in Year 11, however, we do

It is however possible to organise 
appropriate courses for students with less than 5 GCSEs. Some courses are offered in other locations 
in partnership with Menter Cwm Gwendraeth, Y Strade and Maes yr Yrfa schools and Mudiad Ysgolion 
Meithrin. 
  

Pupils can choose to follow an academic pathway combining AS and A Level courses, or alternatively a 
pathway that combines one subject at Advanced Level with GCSE courses.  The vocational pathway is 
also available with Business, Health and Social Care and Leisure and Sport courses.

Choosing the right pathway 
The final choice of courses is made after discussion with the Headteacher and the Director and 
Deputy Director of the Sixth Form Studies in the period immediately following the publication of the 
GCSE results. A detailed Induction Programme is arranged at the beginning of the term to help each 
student choose courses most suited to his/her interests and ability. The induction programme consists 
of presentations on study skills, expectations and rules of the sixth form, library skills, discussions with 
personal tutors, timekeeping and other useful advice. One day is also spent in an outdoor activity 
centre developing team work skills.

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Contacting the School 
 

Open and effective communication between the 
school and the home is essential for the 
development and welfare of every pupil.

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Pastoral Care 
Arrangements for the pastoral care of pupils are 
mainly in the hands of the Heads of Year and the 
Director and Assistant Director of Sixth Form Studies, 
who work closely with the Deputy Head. 
There is close liaison between Heads, class and 
subject teachers, which enables close monitoring of 
each pupil. Parents are contacted immediately if 
problems arise. 
 

Discipline 
It is necessary to adopt certain rules to ensure 
standards and order within the school. Rules are 
based upon common sense and the principles of 
self and mutual respect. The rules are discussed 
during tutorial lessons and all pupils are expected to 
conform. Corporal punishment is not used as a form 
of discipline. 
High standards of discipline are maintained by 
operating a firm, fair and clear system of disciplining 
pupils who do not conform. 
 
The subject teacher deals with discipline problems 
to begin with, and if the situation does not improve 
then the matter is discussed within the department. 
If the pupil needs to be disciplined further the 
matter is referred to the Head of Year in order that 
the pupil be placed on lunchtime detention. 
When a pupil has misbehaved several times and has 
been on lunchtime detention on more than three 
 
 
 
 

 
occasions, the school will then notify the parents 
that the pupil will be detained after school on 
detention. 
 
The Articles of Government of the school permits 
suspension of pupils from school in certain 
instances.
